Dr. William Proffit, DDS, PhD

William R. Proffit, Kenan Professor of Orthodontics at the University
of North Carolina, was chairman of that department from 1975

to 2001 He is the author of Contemporary Orthodontics, now
published in ten languages, and co-author of Contemporary
Treatment of Dentofacial Deformity and two other books on surgical
treatment. Other publications include over 170 scientific papers in
peer-reviewed journals and more than 50 book chapters and invited contributions.
He is a diplomate of the American Board of Orthodontics, and among other awards
has been recognized for excellence in clinical research with the Norton Ross award of
the American Dental Association, for teaching excellence with the Jarabak Award of
the American Association of Orthodontists, and for contributions to orthodontics with
the Ketcham Award from the American Board of Orthodontics.

SURGERY AND INCREASED ORTHODONTIC
EFFICIENCY

The biologic and clinical foundation for efficient, effective, affordable adult
orthognathic surgery in convenient office-based settings will be addressed in this
presentation. Acceleration of tooth movement by biologic mediators in concert with
new surgical techniques and technologies will be described. Indications, applications,
and results with the use of distraction osteogenesis, periodontal assisted osteogenic
orthodontics (Corticotomies) and Piezoelectric Orthodontic Microsurgery will be
discussed and compared with traditional orthodontics.

Dr. William H. Bell, DDS

Dr. Bell has dedicated his career to educating students, residents
and clinicians in the field of oral and maxillofacial surgery. After
finishing his oral surgery internship in New York City at the
Metropolitan City Hospital and oral surgery training with Dr. Edward
C. Hinds in Houston, he became the first teaching fellow at M.D.
Anderson Hospital. In 1971, he was recruited by Dr. R. V. Walker at
the University of Texas Southwestern Medical Center in Dallas, to develop a research
laboratory focusing on the vascularity and wound healing associated with maxillary
and mandibular osteotomies. Over the next 20 years, Dr. Bell worked with, and
trained, twenty-seven surgeon research fellows to accomplish these objectives. Dr.
Bell's pioneer experimental and clinical research on bone flap vascularity confirmed
the safety of Orthognathic procedures for the routine treatment of dentofacial
deformities.

Dr. Bell, along with Drs. Proffit and White, edited, compiled and wrote the pre-eminent
text “Surgical Correction of Dentofacial Deformities” which continues to be the
benchmark for the evaluation of dentofacial deformities and their reconstruction. This
text combined an atlas of surgical and orthodontic procedures with sound diagnostic
and biologic guidelines for their application. Dr. Bell continues as an active inspiration
and contributor to the field of oral and maxillofacial surgery.

DISTRACTION OSTEOGENESIS

Orthodontic and surgical applications of distraction osteogenesis techniques in
the maxillofacial region will be presented. Distraction osteogenesis techniques
for treatment of severe mandibular retrognathism and maxillary and mandibular
transverse deficiency will be demonstrated. Outpatient and office distraction
osteogenesis procedures for treatment of ankylosed teeth and ridge deficiencies
including orthodontic temporary anchorage devices will be discussed.

Dr. David A. Walker, DDS, MS, FRCD(C)

Dr. Walker received his DDS from the University of Toronto and
completed his residency in Oral and Maxillofacial at the UNC
Chapel Hill in 1985, including a MS. Dr. Walker is a Fellow of the
Royal College of Dentists of Canada, a Diplomate of the American
Boards of Oral and Maxillofacial Surgery and the National Dental
Board of Anesthesiology. Dr. Walker completed a 6 year term as
Chief Examiner OMFS National Dental Specialty Examination for the RCDC. Dr. Walker
is a staff OMFS at Hospital for Sick Children and maintains a private practice in
Toronto. Dr. Walker is principle investigator in a distraction osteogenesis research
project at U of Toronto, and has lectured internationally and published extensively in
this area.

10:45 am — 12:00 pm DEFINITIVE MANAGEMENT OF PATIENTS WITH
CLEFT LIP AND PALATE

Improvement in the results of correction of maxillofacial deformities in patients with
cleft lip and palate by orthodontic treatment and orthognathic surgery has been
dramatic over the past 30 years. The vast majority of treated patients show improved
occlusion and esthetics, but it must be stressed that unless symmetry and balance
characterize relevant muscles, the predictability of long-term changes in bone and
soft tissue is variable, irrespective of the method used to move bones and teeth.
Orthognathic surgery for patients with cleft lip and palate should be provided at
various stages throughout the patient’s life. Early, primary orthognathic surgery
should establish symmetrical, functional, muscular balance so that there will be

a beneficial influence on subsequent growth. Orthognathic surgery performed in
adolescence or adulthood should correct the maxillofacial deformity extant at the
time. We should not interpret the need for orthognathic surgery as failure of the
primary procedures, rather we should celebrate the fact that we can perform
accurate, safe orthognathic surgery for the benefit of the patients who need it.

Dr. David S. Precious, CM, DDS, MSc, FRCDC, FICD, FACD, FADI, FRCS

Dr. David Precious is Professor of Oral and Maxillofacial Surgery at
Dalhousie University in Halifax, Nova Scotia, Canada, where he
is currently Dean Emeritus.

Professor Precious has served as President of the Canadian
Association of Oral and Maxillofacial Surgeons, Chief Examiner in
Oral and Maxillofacial Surgery of the Royal College of Dentists of Canada, Regent of
the American College of Oral and Maxillofacial Surgeons, Chair of International Cleft
Lip and Palate Foundation, and member of the Canadian Cancer Institute.

He is the inaugural recipient of the Albert Antoni Award for excellence in Oral and
Maxillofacial Surgery presented by the Canadian Association of Oral and Maxillofacial
Surgeons as well as a McIntyre Memorial Lecturer of the Canadian Foundation for the
Advancement of Orthodontics in 1989.

He is Section Editor (Cleft/Craniofacial) of the International Journal Oral Maxillofacial
Surgery, Editor, Specialty Section, Oral Maxillofacial Surgery, Journal Canadian Dental
Association, Editorial Board, Oral Surgery Oral Medicine Oral Pathology, Editorial
Consultant, Cleft Palate Journal, and Editorial Consultant, Journal Oral Maxillofacial
Surgery.

In 2007, Professor Precious was awarded the Order of Canada, the nation’s highest
civilian decoration for demonstrated excellence, courage or exceptional dedication to
service in ways that bring special credit to Canada.

This presentation will cover imaging of impacted teeth with particular emphasis on
cone-beam CT. Imaging of impacted teeth and associated pathosis is invaluable in
treatment planning proper intervention. The presence of associated pathosis such
as dentigerous cysts, fibro-osseous lesions, or small odontomas will affect surgical
planning. Three dimensional imaging may reveal complicating factors such as
cortical bone erosion or resorption of adjacent teeth that is difficult or impossible
to appreciate with conventional imaging.

Dr. Elaine Orpe, BSc, DMD, MSc, Dip. Oral Radiology

Dr. Orpe is the former acting head of the Division of Oral Radiology
at the Faculty of Dentistry at the University of British Columbia.

She has maintained a private dental practice restricted to oral and

maxillofacial radiology for over twelve years and has reported over
4000 cases including over 3000 cone-beam CT cases. Dr. Orpe has
given numerous invited lectures and provided continuing education

courses for the College of Dental Surgeons of British Columbia.

Recovering impacted teeth is a very challenging aspect of an orthodontic practice.
Historically, orthodontic treatment of impacted teeth has been very inefficient and
time consuming.

Dr. Johnson will review the currently used surgical techniques for exposing impacted
teeth. He will also go into extensive detail describing the most efficient techniques
for recovering impacted teeth from all quadrants of the mouth. Mechanics that
emphasize efficient, sustainable biologic force vectors will be illustrated.

Dr. Earl Johnson, DDS

Dr. Johnson was born and raised among the redwoods of Northern
California. He studied engineering at Johns Hopkins and UC-Berkeley
before finishing his training in Orthodontics at University of
California School of Dentistry - San Francisco in the Curriculum Il
program in 1965.

Dr. Johnson practiced full time as an Air Force orthodontist in France and Germany
and then in private practice for 36 years in Mill Valley, CA. He has taught orthodontics
since 1969. Presently he is a full Clinical Professor at UC-San Francisco and an
Adjunct Professor at UOP, also in San Francisco. He has published articles in the
AJODO, Angle Orthodontist, and JCO and currently is a referee for the AJODO.

Dr. Johnson was the originator and now the editor of Earl’s Pearls, a very popular
column in the PCSO Bulletin. His orthodontic interests include finishing techniques,
equilibration, wire selection, wire mechanics, custom prescription selection, reducing
total treatment time and managing impactions.

Although he is a descendant of Oregon Trail Pioneers and a product of a California
education, he sent all of his children east to broaden their education; daughter
Kelly-Middlebury 1998, son Ross-Dartmouth 2002 and daughter Brooke-Kenyon 2004.
